Mill Creek Subarea Plan Update

Planning Manager Rogers noted that work on the Mill Creek Boulevard Subarea Plan has
resumed after a stoppage created by the Pandemic. The Planning Advisory Committee (PAC)
for the project, which includes three Planning Commissioners, met via Zoom last Wednesday
evening, December 9, 2020. Mr. Roger presentation included a review of the schedule, the
market analysis prepared by Leland Consulting, and results of the feedback received in the
earlier workshop series. The subarea was compared with surrounding subarea development
in Kenmore, Bothell and Woodinville, which had varying degrees of density.

Growth Management Planning

Some background information about GMA Planning and some of the growth issues that the
City will need to address in the 2024 Comprehensive Plan Update were presented by staff.
Included in the presentation was information about Snohomish County Comprehensive
Planning underway that will have an impact (positive and negative) on the City.
